The sudden suspicious drowning death of her business partner forces Pippa Hunnechurch to  
re-examine her life, and the circumstances of the "accident." 
 

Private Justice by Terri Blackstock 
A serial killer begins to stalk the town of Newport, Louisiana, and when it seems like Mark  
Branning's wife is next on the hit list, he is determined to protect her, but first the two must move to 
save their dying marriage.  

 
Out of the Shadows by Sigmund Brouwer 
Drawn home by a mysterious note about the mother who abandoned him, Nick Barret ventures into 
Charleston, where he unlocks dangerous secrets and is forced to confront his doubts about his 
Christian faith.
