	III.  Transfer of Assets
	Jeff Woodward spoke about changes effecting eligibility for Long Term Care Medicaid due to the Deficit Reduction Act of 1993: 

· Home Equity.  If a person has home equity in excess of $500.000, he/she will not be eligible for assistance with the cost of long-term care.

· Look-back.  The “look-back” period for transfer of assets will change from 3 to 5 years.  The look-back period is the number of years prior to the application date that Medicaid can review for transferred assets.  

· Sanction period.  Applicants whose assets have been transferred within the look-back period are subject to a sanction. The beginning of the sanction period has been the month the individual is institutionalized.  The new rules will change the beginning of the sanction period to the application date.

· Annuities.  The loopholes are closed.

· Undo Hardship.  Applicants who believe that the sanction period would cause them undo hardship, may request an appeal hearing within 12 days of the notice of decision.
