PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

FOR

CAMERON VILLAGE LIBRARY

ROOF SYSTEM DESIGN REVIEW & CONSTRUCTION MONITORING


This Contract is made and entered into this 16th day of January 2004, by and between Wake County (hereinafter "County") and Roof Engineering, Inc. (hereinafter "Consultant").

TERM OF AGREEMENT:  January 20, 2003 through July 31, 2005. 

MAXIMUM AMOUNT PAYABLE:  Consultant shall be compensated on an hourly basis not to exceed Four Thousand One Hundred Fifteen Dollars ($4,115.00), plus authorized reimbursable expenses. 

I.
RESPONSIBILITIES


1.
Consultant agrees to provide analysis, review, evaluation and recommendations for the roof system design for the Renovation to Cameron Village Library, as defined in a proposal by Roof Engineering, Inc., dated January 12, 2004. 

2. Consultant shall examine design and construction documents, including drawings and specifications, prepared by the Owner’s Design Architect, and make recommendations relative to material compatibility, energy code compliance, proper detailing industry standards and life cycle cost.  

3. Consultant shall review roof system design, and final construction document submittal to the Owner, and prepare written correspondence identifying discrepancies and recommending corrections to drawings and specifications prepared by the Architect.

4. Consultant shall provide roof construction monitoring services, during application of the roofing system, to verify compliance with the contract documents, and to provide general quality control observation, including participation in final punch list inspection.


5.
Consultant shall not sub-contract out any of the services provided for in this agreement without prior written approval of the County.

6.
The County agrees to pay Consultant for services according to the provisions of this agreement.

II.
CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT

The Consultant will submit an invoice for services provided.  The invoice shall contain the Consultant 's name and federal tax identification number and shall be signed and dated by an officer of the Consultant.  It shall detail services provided in payment requests.

III.
METHOD OF PAYMENT

The County will make payments to Consultant upon receipt and approval of the invoice from the Facilities Design & Construction Department, and checks will be mailed promptly.

IV.
RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES
Consultant is an independent consultant of the County.  The Consultant represents that he has or will secure, at his own expense, all personnel required in performing the services under this Contract.  Such personnel shall not be employees or have any contractual relationship with the County.  All personnel engaged in work under this Contract shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or permitted under state and local law to perform such services.  It is further agreed by the Consultant that it shall obey all State and Federal statutes, rules, and regulations which are applicable to provisions of the services called for herein.  Neither the Consultant nor any employee of the Consultant shall be deemed an officer, employee or agent of Wake County.

V.
CANCELLATION

This Contract may be canceled at any time with the consent of both parties.

VI.
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

The Consultant shall obtain, at his/her sole expense, all insurance as required in the County's contract control policy and shall not commence work until such insurance is in force and certification is received by the Wake County Risk Manager.


Hold Harmless Agreement:  The Consultant agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Wake County, North Carolina, from all loss, liability, claims or expense (including reasonable attorney's fees) arising from bodily injury, including death or property damage to any person or persons caused in whole or in part by the negligence or willful misconduct of the Consultant, except to the extent same are caused by the negligence or misconduct of Wake County, North Carolina.


It is the intent of this section to require the Consultant to indemnify Wake County, North Carolina, to the extent permitted under North Carolina Law.


It is understood and agreed that the Consultant is at all times herein acting as an Independent Contractor.

VII.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT

The parties have read this agreement and agreed to be bound by all of its terms and further agree that it constitutes the complete and exclusive statement of the agreement between the parties.
