2009 Claudette Colvin: Twice Toward Justice

On March 2, 1955, a slim, bespectacled teenager refused to give up her seat to a white woman
on a segregated bus in Montgomery, Alabama. Shouting “It's my constitutional right!” as police
dragged her off to jail, Claudette Colvin decided she’d had enough of the Jim Crow segregation
laws. But instead of being celebrated, as Rosa Parks would be when she took the same stand nine .
months later, Claudette found herself shunned by her classmates and dismissed as an unfit role
model by the black leaders of Montgomery. Undaunted, she challenged segregation again a
year later—as one of the four plaintiffs in the landmark busing case, Browder v. Gayle.

2008 What I Saw and How | Lied by Judy Blundell

15-year-old Evie grows up quickly when she discovers her adored parents are not the people she
thought they were. Evie's parents, Joe and Bev, get involved in a shady business deal with the
Graysons, another couple on holiday in Palm Springs. Meanwhile, Evie begins a flirtation with Peter,
a handsome ex-Gl, who served with Joe. Evie soon learns that Peter's presence is no coincidence and
that he threatens to uncover a terrible secret that Joe has kept since the war. Bev, Joe, and Peter go
boating, but only two of them return. Evie must sort through secrets, lies, and her own grief to find
the truth. This novel has all the markings of a classic noir.

2007 Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian by Sherman Alexie

Arnold Spirit, a goofy-looking dork with a decent jumpshot, spends his time lamenting life on the
"poorass" Spokane Indian reservation, drawing cartoons (which accompany, and often provide more
insight than the narrative), and, along with his aptly named pal Rowdy, laughing those laughs over
anything and nothing that affix best friends so intricately together. When a teacher pleads with
Arnold to want more, to escape the hopelessness of the rez, Arnold switches to a rich white school and
immediately becomes as much an outcast in his own community as he is a curiosity in his new one.
Based on the author’s own experiences, this heartbreaking yet funny story chronicles the adolescence
of one contemporary Native American boy as he attempts to break away from the life he seems
destined to live.
