2008 What | Saw and How | Lied by Judy Blundell

15-year-old Evie grows up quickly when she discovers her adored parents are not the people she
thought they were. Evie's parents, Joe and Bev, get involved in a shady business deal with the
Graysons, another couple on holiday in Palm Springs. Meanwhile, Evie begins a flirtation with Peter,
a handsome ex-Gl, who served with Joe. Evie soon learns that Peter's presence is no coincidence and
that he threatens to uncover a terrible secret that Joe has kept since the war. Bev, Joe, and Peter go
boating, but only two of them return. Evie must sort through secrets, lies, and her own grief to find the
truth. This novel has all the markings of a classic noir.

2007 Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian by Sherman Alexie

Arnold Spirit, a goofy-looking dork with a decent jumpshot, spends his time lamenting life on the "poor-
ass" Spokane Indian reservation, drawing cartoons (which accompany, and often provide more insight
than the narrative), and, along with his aptly named pal Rowdy, laughing those laughs over anything
and nothing that affix best friends so intricately together. When a teacher pleads with Arnold to want
more, to escape the hopelessness of the rez, Arnold switches to a rich white school and immediately
becomes as much an outcast in his own community as he is a curiosity in his new one. Based on the
author’s own experiences, this heartbreaking yet funny story chronicles the adolescence of one
contemporary Native American boy as he attempts to break away from the life he seems destined to
live.

2006 The Pox Party : Yolume | of The Astonishing Life of Octavian
Nothing, Traitor to the Nation by M.T. Anderson

It sounds like a fairy tale. He is a boy dressed in silks and white wigs and given the finest of classical
educations. Raised by a group of rational philosophers known only by numbers, the boy and his
mother - a princess in exile from a faraway land - are the only persons in their household assigned
names. As the boy's regal mother, Cassiopeia, entertains the house scholars with her beauty and wit,
young Octavian begins to question the purpose behind his guardians' fanatical studies. Only after he
dares to open a forbidden door does he learn the hideous nature of their experiments - and his own
chilling role in them.

2005 The Penderwicks by Jeanne Birdsall _»,;\_H

Four sisters and their widowed father spend three enchanted weeks at a summer cottage: Rosalind

experiences the poignancy of first unrequited love; Skye confronts a tyrannical, aristocratic DEN[:EE":':"ICKS
neighbor; Jane writes a new book about her favorite detective heroine; and little Batty befriends

two rabbits. This enormously heartwarming and satisfying novel honors and enriches the beloved -
tradition of the classic children's family story. The Penderwicks are worthy companions to Alcott's Mﬁ
March sisters—endearing and enduring characters whose company we can cherish. =

Fed up with his parents' boring old religion, agnostic-going-on-atheist Jason Bock invents a new god —
the town's water tower. He recruits an unlikely group of worshippers: his snail-farming best friend, Shin,
cute-as-a-button (whatever that means) Magda Price, and the violent and unpredictable Henry Stagg.
As their religion grows, it takes on a life of its own. While Jason struggles to keep the faith pure, Shin
obsesses over writing their bible, and the explosive Henry schemes to make the new faith even more
exciting — and dangerous.
