The Big Steal by Emyl Jenkins 
   

 Renowned antiques appraiser Emyl Jenkins has taken up mystery fiction writing with 
the same style and talent she exhibits in her non-fiction books. The Big Steal is the follow up 
to Stealing With Style, featuring sleuth Sterling Glass. 
  At the request of an insurance agency Sterling investigates a theft at the Wynderly 
Museum, formerly the impressive home of the charming and well traveled  Mazie and Hoyt 
Wyndfield.  However, this is not your typical rural, hunt country  Virginia estate. The near 
bankrupt museum is closed while board members bicker over the future of the museum and 
its contents. 
 Each chapter begins with a question and answer  from Sterling Glass's antiques column. This is an 
informative aside that ties smoothly into the story.  I found it to be a very interesting, well written, fast moving 
multi -layered cozy. If you like Jane Cleland's Josie Prescott series you will definitely enjoy The Big Steal.
