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By popular request, the large print  

editions of new, bestselling fiction  

titles will now check out for 7 days ,  

just as their regular edition counter- 

parts do. The change is prompted by  

the interest of customers for equal access to the 

large print editions, which previously checked out 

for a longer time period than the same book in a 

regular edition.  
 

We're excited that this procedural change should 

allow the many customers waiting in line for a large 

print edition to get their copy more quickly. As 

always, please talk to a library staff member if you 

have questions about your book's due date. 
 

The new 7 day loan large print books will still  

be shelved in the large print area.

Annual Library Book Sale a BIG Success! 

 

Our book sale this year was in a new location with 
expanded hours and we raised more money than at 
any previous sale.  The seven day sale brought in 
over $193,000 to the Wake County budget. More 
than 300,000 books were offered for sale, and over 
52,000 books were donated to Wake County 
Schools and other agencies. Less than 6% of the 
books were left over at the end of sale and these 
were recycled instead of going into a landfill.
