TECHNICAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

FOR

CAMERON VILLAGE LIBRARY

ASBESTOS ABATEMENT DESIGN & INSPECTION SERVICES


This Contract is made and entered into this 1st day of February 2005, by and between Wake County (hereinafter "County") and EEC, Inc., (hereinafter "Consultant").

TERM OF AGREEMENT:  February 1, through March 1, 2005. 

MAXIMUM AMOUNT PAYABLE:  Not-To-Exceed Seven Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($7,500.00), plus authorized reimbursable expenses. 

I.
RESPONSIBILITIES

Consultant agrees to perform the following consulting services:

1.  Design services for asbestos abatement of vinyl asbestos floor tile at the renovation site of Cameron Village Library, Raleigh, NC, and as described in proposal prepared by EEC, Inc., dated February 1, 2005.

a. Conduct initial survey and confirmation of existing materials, measurements and sampling, analyze results and prepare report, including estimates of the cost of the scope of work described herein.

b. Prepare contract documents for asbestos abatement and selective demolition for the above facility, to include drawings, details and specifications.  

c. Obtain and evaluate proposals from qualified abatement contractors in strict compliance with applicable North Carolina General Statutes, for informal bid process.

d. Prepare such clarifications and addenda to the bidding documents as may be required, and schedule and conduct pre‑bid conferences with prospective bidders to review the project requirements.

e.
Provide construction administration services for the above scope of work to include inspecting abatement and demolition work and reviewing contractor pay applications.

f.
Assemble, and review for completeness, affidavits, waste manifests, demolition debris disposal receipts and other closing papers required of the Contractor.

2. 
Consultant shall not sub-contract out any of the services provided for in this agreement without prior written approval of the County.

II.
CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT

The Consultant will submit an invoice for services provided.  The invoice shall contain the Consultant 's name and federal tax identification number and shall be signed and dated by an officer of the Consultant.  It shall detail services provided in payment requests.

III.
METHOD OF PAYMENT

The County will make payments to Consultant upon receipt and approval of the invoice from the Facilities Design & Construction Department, and checks will be mailed promptly.

IV.
RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES
Consultant is an independent consultant of the County.  The Consultant represents that he has or will secure, at his own expense, all personnel required in performing the services under this Contract.  Such personnel shall not be employees or have any contractual relationship with the County.  All personnel engaged in work under this Contract shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or permitted under state and local law to perform such services.  It is further agreed by the Consultant that it shall obey all State and Federal statutes, rules, and regulations which are applicable to provisions of the services called for herein.  Neither the Consultant nor any employee of the Consultant shall be deemed an officer, employee or agent of Wake County.

V.
CANCELLATION

This Contract may be canceled at any time with the consent of both parties.

VI.
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

The Consultant shall obtain, at his/her sole expense, all insurance as required in the County's contract control policy and shall not commence work until such insurance is in force and certification is received by the Wake County Risk Manager.


Hold Harmless Agreement:  The Consultant agrees to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Wake County, North Carolina, from all loss, liability, claims or expense (including reasonable attorney's fees) arising from bodily injury, including death or property damage to any person or persons caused in whole or in part by the negligence or willful misconduct of the Consultant, except to the extent same are caused by the negligence or misconduct of Wake County, North Carolina.


It is the intent of this section to require the Consultant to indemnify Wake County, North Carolina, to the extent permitted under North Carolina Law.


It is understood and agreed that the Consultant is at all times herein acting as an Independent Contractor.

VII.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT

The parties have read this agreement and agreed to be bound by all of its terms and further agree that it constitutes the complete and exclusive statement of the agreement between the parties.
