Troubled by family problems, Henry finds his life taking a whole new dimension when he and his 
friend, old Mr. Fogarty, become involved with Prince Pyrgus Malvae who has been sent from the 
faerie world in order to escape the treacherous Faeries of the Night.

City of Bones by Cassandra Clare      YA CLARE 
Suddenly able to see demons and the Darkhunters who are dedicated to returning them to their 
own dimension, fifteen-year-old Clary Fray is drawn into this bizzare world when her mother 
disappears and Clary herself is almost killed by a monster. 

 
Inkheart by Cornelia Funke  2007  YA FUNKE 
Twelve-year-old Meggie learns that her father, who repairs and binds books for a living, can "read" 
fictional characters to life when one of those characters abducts them and tries to force him into 
service.  

 
Stardust by Neil Gaiman   GAIMAN  
Living in a Victorian countryside town overshadowed by an imposing stone barrier, Tristran is 
compelled to retrieve a fallen star for the woman he loves and crosses to the wondrous other side 
of the barrier, where he encounters dangerous rivals for the star.  

 
I, Coriander by Sally Gardner   YA GARDNER  
In 17th century London, Coriander, a girl who has inherited magic from her mother, must find a 
way to use this magic in order to save both herself and an inhabitant of the fairy world where her 
mother was born. 
  

The Faerie Path by Frewin Jones  2007  YA JONES 
Anita, an ordinary sixteen-year-old girl, is transported from modern -day London to the realm of 
Faerie where she discovers that she is Princess Tania, the long-lost daughter of King Oberon and 
Queen Titania.

Seventeen-year-old Aislinn, who has the rare ability to see fairies, is drawn against her will into a 
centuries-old battle between the Summer King and the Winter Queen, and the survival of her life, 
her love, and summer all hang in the balance. The next books in the series are: Ink Exchange and 
Fragile Eternity. 

 
 
Eyes Like Stars by Lisa Mantchev              YA MANTCHEV 
Thirteen-year-old Bertie strives to save Theater Illuminata, the only home she has ever known, but 
is hindered by the Players who magically live on there, especially Ariel, who is willing to destroy the 
Book at the center of the magic in order to escape into the outside world.  

 
The Hunter’s Moon by O.R. Melling  YA MELLING  
Two teenage cousins, one Irish, the other from the United States, set out to find a magic doorway 
to the Faraway Country, where humans must bow to the little people.  
 

Wings by Aprilynne Pike       YA PIKE  
While staying on her uncle's rundown farm in the Somerset countryside, twelve -year-old Midge 
discovers that she has a special connection to the Various, a tribe of "strange, wild--and 
sometimes deadly" fairies struggling to maintain their existence in the nearby woods.  

 

The Lightning Thief by Rick Riordan    YA RIORDAN  
After learning that he is the son of a mortal woman and Poseidon, god of the sea, twelve -year-old 
Percy is sent to a summer camp for demigods like himself, and joins his new friends on a quest to 
prevent a war between the gods.  
 

 

Bones of Faerie by Jannie Lee Simner     YA SIMNER  
Fifteen-year-old Liza travels through war-ravaged territory in a struggle to bridge the faerie and 
human worlds and to bring back her mother while learning of her own powers and that magic can 
be controlled.  

 
 
Lament: The Faerie Queen’s Deception by Maggie Stiefvater   YA STIEFVATER 
On the day of an important music competition, talented but painfully introverted and nervous 
Deirdre Monaghan is helped to perform by the compelling and enigmatic Luke Dillon and finds 
herself inexorably drawn into the mysteries and dangers of the faerieworld.  

 
Impossible by Nancy Werlin     YA WERLIN  
When seventeen-year-old Lucy discovers her family is under an ancient curse by an evil Elfin 
Knight, she realizes to break the curse she must perform three impossible tasks before her 
daughter is born in order to save them both.  
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
