· Inform: Getting to Know our Community
Western Wake Crisis Center: Beth Bordeaux, Executive Director – At the Center there they give support to basic needs. There is a food pantry and which serves Apex, New Hill, and Friendship areas. People may shop once a month, and usually get $200.00 worth of groceries. They also provide financial support, which expands to Holly Springs, Fuquay Varina, and Willow Springs. The criteria for eligibility keeps changing, at this time the cap is $450 per year. The long range goal is sustainability services, they will need collaborative partners for this type of support. Building on health services, health education. They have a nursing van at this time, but need to expand services. There is a new family resource center in Apex targeting Hispanic families, all they do is connect families to resources. This is a very important service as this population has been under served.
