The Commission for Women will work to identify, develop and
implement strategies that will eliminate discrimination affecting
women who reside and/or work in Wake County by:

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pay issues, health care issues, and issues relating to
homelessness and housing; and

e Conducting educational seminars in collaboration with other
organizations for residents and businesses in Wake County.

The Board of Commissioners will appoint up to 20 community leaders
to the commission. The commission will consist of two members from
each district and six at-large members. All members will serve
staggered terms. Applications will be taken for 30 days.
